EXPRESSIONS- Terms and conditions of the purchase and the enrolment agreement

1. The learner is entitled to the course specified by EXPRESSIONS, once the deposit is paid and the registration document is signed.

2. The course fees shall be paid on a monthly basis. 

3. A months written notice must be given if the learner/s wish to terminate their contract with EXPRESSIONS. 

4. Monthly debit orders will be submitted on or about the date/s specified and agreed upon by EXCELLENCE UNLIMITED and me.

5. If me child is responsible for damages and/or theft of property/fittings/equipment, the cost of such damages will be charged to me.

6. If EXPRESSIONS ceases to exist, then this agreement will be terminated and I have shall no rights or claims against EXPRESSIONS except for a refund of any pre-paid fees for lessons not conducted. 

EXPRESSIONS - Duly Performed (DP) Rules and Regulations  
The Duly Performed System is implemented in the interest of quality, equitable education and in fairness to all students and families who are diligent and committed.  This system is not intended to be punitive – but rather a means to ensure quality education for your child and the children of other families. 

PARENTS/GUARDIANS

There are two main types of events that EXPRESSIONS  requires in order to benefit your child:

· General Consultations (Reports handout and discussion in class, one-on-one consultations either at your home or at the college, etc.

· Family Activities (join your child in class, examinations requiring you as an audience member, join your child for an activity)

EXPRESSIONS will expect at least one parent to attend the above-mentioned events. Parents will be expected to be punctual for these events. In the case of intended late arrival, the parent/guardian shall inform Management of such intended late arrival in advance of the day of the meeting.  

 We appreciate the fact that parents/guardians are busy and time is very precious, yet  we urge you to make every attempt to attend EXPRESSIONS  events.  

It is imperative that parents/guardians adhere to these requirements, and the more the parent interacts with the college and its staff, the programme will be more beneficial to your child/ren.
